As a Church school, we give Religious Education a high priority in the curriculum with weekly lessons in all key stages. 
Our RE follows the React Kent Agreed Syllabus 2018, as required by law. This focuses mainly on Christianity, with Judaism, 
Hindu Dharma, Sikhi and Islam covered in EYFS; Islam and Judaism at Key Stage 1 and Judaism, Hindu Dharma, Islam and 
Sikhi at Key Stage 2. We use the materials produced by the Diocese of Rochester to support our teaching of the locally 
agreed syllabus and these materials include the ‘Understanding Christianity’ resources. Children here at Fawkham have 
little exposure to people of other faiths in their everyday lives. Therefore, throughout their RE journey, we aim to enrich 
the children’s world faith experience with events such as World Faith Day, visits to non-Christian places of worship, 
external speakers and learning about non-Christian religious festivals/important dates in worship. Parents have the right 
to withdraw their child from all or part of RE.
